Thank you for agreeing to chaperone the Diocesan Youth Convention.  Without you, our youth would not have the opportunity to share faith and fun at this exciting and energizing event.  We also thank you for complying with our Diocesan Child Protection Policy and helping us to uphold these policies to provide a safe environment for our Treasures Gifts from God! 
One For All and All For One!

While you do need to check in with your parish/school/group teens throughout the day, all chaperones are expected to help supervise all youth.  This actually helps you by knowing that while ‘your’ teens are at DYC other adults are supervising as well.
Your Assignment:

Upon arrival, please assist your Group Leader at the registration table to pick up DYC materials, if needed,  or assist your teens at the donations drop-off area.  After receiving your materials (and pausing for a group picture with the event banner, if there is time), you will then all proceed into the Church and participate in the Opening General Session activities. 
You are asked to help the youth keep the convention a safe, respectful, community-building, gospel-centered event.  Please help the youth to adhere to the Code of Conduct (to which they agreed upon registration):
RESPECT each other.  Safety first— Please refrain from inappropriate physical contact or conduct: running, roughhousing, throwing objects; inappropriate language; or any other activity or behavior that may be harmful to yourself or others. Cell phones will be turned off or silenced.
RESPECT the property of St. Michael Parish.  All participants are to be good stewards of the building, equipment, furniture and environment.  No alcohol, weapons or illegal drugs are permitted on the premises.

RESPECT the event.  Youth should be participating in some aspect of the event at all times, either in a workshop, general session, etc. There should be no loitering in the hallways or outdoors.

RESPECT the adult leaders.  During sessions, youth must remain in the buildings unless they have the written permission of the parish or school leader to leave.  Dismissal slips are available at the registration tables. Youth are asked to follow instructions from all adult chaperones, staff and emergency personnel.

Identification and Security:

All youth, chaperones, and convention volunteers have a nametag, and possibly a wristband. Anyone who is not so identified should not be in the convention event rooms (excluding our closing Mass) and will be escorted out.  
If a student arrives after the beginning of the event, the parish/school Group Leader must meet him or her at the entrance so that registration may be completed.  
Any teens needing to leave early must submit an Early Release Form and be escorted to the parent by a parish/school chaperone. 
Disruptive or Uncooperative behavior:

In the event that a participant is being disruptive or uncooperative in following the guidelines or direction of adult leaders, his/her parents will be contacted and they will be dismissed from the event.
Safety personnel: Medical personnel will be on site to assist with any problems.

Illness or Medical Emergency:  In the event of illness or a medical emergency, contact the medical personnel and a DYC team member as to alert Diocesan Director Cindee Case immediately.
